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How to Support a School in Your Area

Financial Clarity

Simple Sponsorship Process - £210 per school (including VAT)
(Art Bytes can be paid for with an Internal Grant or Small Grant – every year if needed!)

•	 Complete our commitment form - access via QR code below
•	 Join one of our quarterly online information sessions (optional!)
•	 Choose 1 or more primary or secondary schools in your area
•	 Schools register September - December
•	 Invoice sent February (only if your school registers)
•	 Students create and submit artwork
•	 Public voting engages your entire community
•	 Celebration events at venues nationwide

•	 No school registration = no invoice to your society
•	 School registers = invoice sent February
•	 Protection included: if a school registers but doesn’t submit artwork,  

they must reimburse your society (per registration terms)
